2003 J.P. Griffon Tourney log:

Monday, May 12:

I arrive in PM to pre-fish and work on boat.

Tuesday, May 13:

I had planned to run the boat and head south to Oil Field Flats, south of the Cullen House and across the channel, just north of the shclf.  I started the morning running b/t bennies, and saw a ton of bait…so I stopped.  I threw for about 5 minutes, got 3 blowups, and a boat cut me off.  The wind was big!  Tough to get off sandbar alone.  Got up finally and headed south.  Boat ran great.  Got to O.F.F about 9:00.  Made 3 significant drifts near the cut, and one in the middle of the flat.  Caught trout every drift (1 each drift, to 19”).  Caught one rat red.  Threw shrimp to see if anything in flounder cut.  Nada.  Proceed back north.  Made a wade behind Bennies south.  Super windy and muddy.  2 rats.  

Wednesday, May 14: 

Went out in the morning to east cut, and drifted north.  Got across shelf and drifted b/t shore and weather station.  Caught 3 nice trout, all about 19”.  Very long drifts.  Not on fire, but proved fish were there.  Came in and waited for Brown.  He arrived, and we Bs’ed, and went to help his bro.  At about 4:00ish, we went north to the fencelines.  Very windy again.  Brown found some fish deep, along the grass shelf.  Grass was terrible.  Saw Miller mapping his way north.

Thursday, May 15:

Koll and Kunz arrived late Wed….so we had full crew Thursday.  We went South to see if the fish I located Tuesday were there.  They were not…very scattered, and we did not want to get boat into trouble towards the shore.  We worked our way north, stopping at a cut just n. of cullen.  No good.  Most of day was no good.  Waded the saucer, with very few hits.  Koll had a few small ones drifting.

Friday, May 16:

Started with Brown in west bay, Kunz and I at BS, and Koll drifting the coffee dish.  Kunz and I bagged 2 reds, while brown had one.  Koll fell ill, so we had to take him back.  We dropped him and proceeded North to the fencelines.  No fish to speak of.  A few small trout.  Wind was up to 50 mph, so we decided to head straight into it and get to the e.cut.  Pulled out our fish in the cut, with late hour heroics by Mr. Brown.  23lbs first day. 

Saturday, May 17:

Thought the wind would kill us, so we hit the e.cut first thing.  Brown and Kunz stayed in the cut ALL DAY!  9 hours of pure grind…real sacrifice.  I fished the backs, looking for reds.  Water was very low, with no reds in sight.  I went to drift n. of the e. cut and found a red.  Koll called and wanted to fish afternoon, so I got him at 12:30.  checked on Brown, and koll and I drifted n. of e. cut around the weather station.  Caught 3 keeper trout.  Went back to e. cut cut to check the guys.  It was about 3:30.  Koll and I went to the cut cut west of the boys.  Koll caught 3 reds in 8 casts, completing our bag.  Don’t recall 2nd day weight, but we had our fish.  8th overall.  Disappointing finish, but great time.
