Feb. 10 2006:

Day before huge front:

Copano; 

Corkies; 

wind S at 20 – 25

water 65degrees

Brown, Kunz, Koll and I planned a trip to the Port, only to change because of frontal approach.  We left my house at 6:00 am and hit the water by 9:30.  Put in a Seagun.  Got to I.B. at 9:45.  Brown and I went right toward the back, Kunz and Koll stayed left.  About 15 min. in, I hook a fat 26” on natural/red neck fat boy.  Soon after, Brown hooks a 27+ on corky.  Good pics.  Brown lands a small one…I hook a 22”.  I slide to the right and hooked another 27+.  This all occurred in about 30-45 minutes.  Koll and Kunz came back to us, but the bait left.  A few dinks later, and we decide to check south.  Did not like it, so we went back since no other options close and the front approaching.  Brown landed a few reds just before we left the first time, so we started a bit further back.  Had a few scattered fish, with Koll catching some small reds in the back.  I had one 16 “ trout.  Brown stayed back and in the middle this time, to find another 22” fatty, and another trout for a back to back.  These were on topwater.  I come over to him, only to hang and lose another 20++”. Next day hit Laguna…big, big wind with no fish.  Decided to head back…good “case” ride home…Gonna hookup again at least by April for a pre-tourney get together…
