Feb. 7-9 2002:
Started out with Mark Scott on Thurs. night at Laguna.  Not much that night on Corky and BA's.  Friday took us to SA bay, got pulled over by a school of reds that would bite nothing but Mark's legs.  Went to pelican cut and caught 7 trout to 21" and 3 flounder.  Bait of choice: red corky fished very slow.  Water temp. 55 and wind out of North at 10.  Left at about 1:00. Went to P.L. but not much doing.   Stopped at Cedar Bayou point, with only small 'uns to show.    Ended day with lot's of trout at the horseshoe.  Total for the day: 13 Keeps and 29lb total.  
Next day brought Troy Hallmark and Kollman, and an southeasterly wind to 20mph.  Mark and Troy waited out the pelican cut and caught a great stringer of fish, to 21".  Bait of choice: BA dark and Kelly wiggler.   Day warmed up considerably, with fish moving to the back.  Ended day with 46lbs total.  Lot's of nice flounder as well.  Patience really paid off for this winter fish.
