Day 1:
  First stop, fence line.  No good, felt dead with tons of grass.  Short wade, no bites.  Went to Gladys, with one guide boat just off point hunting big trout (confirmed).  We drifted middle for short while, nothing.  Went to north shore.  Brown had a few bites (nortons, top), and I found some reds that would not bite anything.  Coming out of the water behind, but wouldn’t hit even nortons.  Went to Pauls spot.  Brown caught 26.5”, 6.5 lb red.  I caught a few small trout, and lost something big b/t my legs (purple/chart. sand eel) 


Went south with one stop at Dubs.  Nada.  Scouted down to east cut, e of oyster cut.  Found trout to 24” (brownie on Norton).  Ended with 5 trout, 2 reds

  To Bennies south.   One 17” trout on top inside, Brown went outside and had a few small reds, with lots of action.  Then to Red Shore, where the fish were up shallow (Brown, reds and trout), and I deeper along color change with Corky (clear, chart. Tail).  Found 4 keeper trout, with one to 26” and super fat…bunch of smaller trout and reds as well.  Went south to scout…rattlesnake, greens, east to boiler, along intercoastal…all blown out.
