Last 2 weekends, Troutmasters with Stu, March 2-4 and Rockport with Bryant 

    and Guess, both cut short by these killer late season cold fronts.  However, 

    in the time we could spend on the water, it was productive. Troutmasters 

    Saturday was only fishable (realistically) from 6:20 to 8:00 before 40+mph 

    winds and windchill to 10 degrees knocked us down. We did find some 

    fish at Shamrock, lost some nice one's, and Stu weighed in alittle over 3 

    lbs. Water temp was around 64 degrees before a front the weekend before 

    knocked down to about 58, then our front took it to below 50. These 

    fish were cold, and the bite was very soft. Motor oil/chart. and blue 

    BA's were baits of choice. Water was WAY up, evident when we got back 

    to the truck (under 9&quot; of water).

The next weekend Bry and I got down Thurs. and fished all day Friday. Started 

    at the runway. Tons of bait (water was down), and all was looking good, 

    except no big fish. Caught a few small ones on corky (puple/white) and limetreuse 

    BA's. Then headed to SA bay, with a stop at the duck blind in Ayers. 

    Nice little cut off the shore between 2 reefs produced some fish on 

    blue BA's with yellow head. Then off to Pelican cut.. Caught alot of 

    small fish, on red/white tail, motor oil/chart. and limetreuse BA's. 5 

    more flounder. Warm, very overcast day with 15-20mph SE wind. Water 

    temp around 58. Bite was soft and slow. Ended the day (after going way 

    north, past Panther) back at the horseshoe. Walked across entire bay until 

    we found our fish. Couldn't seem to keep the big'uns hooked, but came 

    out with some decent fish. Many caught on Morning Glory BA's. 

Next day brought Guess and the cold front. Started at the 'shoe with 

    little luck, a few from Bryant on Limetruese. Finally made our way back 

    to Danny's Duck blind area in St. Charles. Tried to stay close anticipating 

    the cold front. It was beautiful just before it hit. Slight N 

    wind, with Guess and Bry finding a pocket of hungry small fish that were fun 

    to catch, one after another. At 10:45 the front hit, with winds 35+ 

    and cold. That pretty much ended our trip. Great time, and Guess 

    and I are getting ready to kick the snot out of Koll, Stu, Mark and Hallmark 

    next month at the Home Builders Tourney. See ya there!
