Oct. 23 – 25, 2005

Sat – medium N wind…water temp 65 ish…air 80.

Koll and I went to Carlos behind 3 poles to see what was up…some fish in the shallows pushing bait…not much to speak of for that afternoon

Sun- medim NE wind…water 65…air 75-80

Scott, Stu, Koll and I started out at Meile-Dietrich point in St. Charles…Koll and Stu lagged to the north, Scott and I hopped south toward the point.  10 yds from the boat, about 50 yds before point (several poles there), Scott caught first red.  We made it to the point and began catching reds…Scott and I punched out within the hour…Scott deep and I shallow, on dark and yellow nortons, with 2 coming on top in the shallow amongst the grass.  Went back to get Koll and Stu.  Koll caught 2, with Stu having a very rough day.  A few trout out deep by the way (with a big gator hanging around to sniff Scotts …)

Proceeded to boat dock…some small fish out deep in the grass (assassins – bone/diamond)…I caught one nice one on inner edge on corky (maroon).  

Proceeded to Pelican…small fish for Scott in the cut, one school of reds in back north (1 - 26”er)

Drifted Ayers point (bait against bank)…Stu lost only chance for a fish that day…went to Ayers cove…one more red (I got Stu’s limit that day for him).  

All told, 4 limits of reds and 5 or 6 trout…

Mon. – Cold front…water down to 60…air COLD with big N wind.

Started in Spalding…nothing but a drum for Scott on a Gulp crab.  Proceeded to NW shore of Carlos…1 trout and 1 red…

Pit stop at Goose…very necessary on this day!

Went to St. Charles…went to Danny’s – nothing…back to Dietrich…some reds in shallows, but none caught.  Great boat ride home…reefs, CDs and cervaza…but we eventually got there…
